This project will continue t his year also by MCRT 94 till we receive the suppor t 
from the Canadians.   
 
ABOUT THE ORGANISATION: 
The project is called SCAW – “Sleeping Children Aro und the World”.  This SCAW comes from the 
donors from Canada and are distributed to the slumb er kits for downtrodden children specially 
meant for developing countries like Bangladesh, Sri  Lanka, India, Philippines and others. 
 
So far only Rotary Club of Ambattur has been associ ating with the SCAW since 1987 and this is 
the 3 rd year that MCRT 94 is associated with Rotary Club o f Ambattur to help the poor children to 
obtain this kit. 
 
Every year a donation amount is received by the org anisation in Canada from people around 
Canada.  Volunteers belonging to the organization f rom Canada come down to Chennai and 
camp here for a week and personally supervise the d istribution of the kits for nearly 4000 children 
every year.
