A DECADE OF SERVICE TO THE COMMUNITY

On 5th March, 2010 Sanjeevi Health Center has completed a decade of offering free Primary
Health Care to the Maraimalai Nagar Area.Sanjeevi Health Centre has Completed 11 years of
free community health service to the needy,so far 3,03,291 free consultations and treatment have
been rendered at the center, of which 60, 000 are registered patients.

Sanjeevi has played a vital part in helping needy patients over the years to deal with various
kinds of ailments. Thousands of road traffic, industrial and domestic injuries were attended to. All
serious cases were given first aid and promptly sent to higher institutions for expert management.
Screening for diabetes, hypertension, and TB was carried out on regular basis leading to
detection of many new cases. All of them were treated and advised appropriately. A large number
of children, women and aged patients have benefited immensely from the services rendered at
the health centre.

In addition to the above services, the Health care centre, in association with several specialists in
the city, conducts speciality medical camps. Several patients have been diagnosed with ailments
and referred for treatment. For example, during each TB screening camp about 10 positive cases
were detected and all of them received timely treatment. General medical camps were also
conducted at Pannaiyur, Periakuppam near Marakkanam and Thirukachur villages.

As part of the Health Centre’ s o u-tiproé\dlage scipoolo gr a m, p e
students was carried out. Efforts were made to create awareness about health, hygiene, the

environment, AIDS and TB. With the help of volunteers, special tuition classes were conducted

for students weak in studies for 2 years, after which the school took over the program.

On another note, the Health Centre has been involved in tree sapling planting in Thirukachur

village, where 1,000 saplings were planted with the help of students. The centre also donated

articles like steel cupboards, tables, cooking vessels, mats etc and also renovated the primary

school block at the Kilakkaranai School. Toys, books and clothes were collected and distributed

to orphanages and village créches. We <coll aborated with NGO's 1|ike
foundation and The TB Centre in Kanchipuram to create awareness in the region. Tuesdays and

Thursdays are earmarked for AIDS counseling in the centre with the help of NGO volunteers.

First aid kits are placed in the village schools and our village health worker monitors them.

This year MCRT 94 has taken this long term project of ours to greater heights, where in we have
raised money towards building a Multipurpose Hall of close to 1000 Sq.Ft amounting to close to
Rs. 10,00000 /- (Ten Lakhs only) This Hall will be used for conducting Vocational Training,
Organizing Medical Camps in a larger way, Creating AIDS Awareness, Teaching Villagers about
Hygiene and Cleanliness. The total commitment of the Table towards this long term Project this
year has been close to Rs. 25 Lakhs.

Good teamwork, strong support from Ford and their plant engineering department, MCRT 94
tablers and McLellan has contributed greatly to the successful functioning of Sanjeevi. The centre
is poised for its second decade of service and | am sure that everyone concerned is ready with



renewed vigor and enthusiasm to innovate and continue to render quality community service to
the needy.
