Having entered the World 94 fraternity only in the the past three years, it was a rather bold move by 

MCRT 94 to host the 2010 World 94 meet. The campaign started with a 6-member delegation 

ŀǘǘŜƴŘƛƴƎ ǘƘŜ Ψ09 World 94 meet in Tonder, Denmark in June 2009.
