ADDRESS BY THE INCOMING CHAIRMAN TR.  KETAN  BAGADIA:

November 18,2003

Early in the morning 5 Tabler’s were at Bala Vihar where we sponsored & served the breakfast to the children there. Sq. Leg Prasad joined us later. 

 

November 19,2003

Tr. Siva invited us for breakfast at his place. Tr. Rajeev & I, along with AVC Tr. Linesh were there at 9:00 AM. After eating quite a bit we proceeded to Sanjeevi where Dr. Achut had organised a general health check up for the children of a nearby orphanage. 4 more Tabler’s joined us there. FREEDOM THROUGH EDUCATION

Under the FTE program, MCRT 94 and MCLC 38 decided to support the construction of four Class Rooms at the Shrimati Gangadevi Bajranglal Vivekananda Vidyala in Minjur. 

The total outlay of this project is Rs.11.50 Lakhs of which MCRT 94, MCLC 38 and the Management of the school contributed Rs.8.50 Lakhs. The balance Rs.3.00 Lakhs has been sanctioned by Round Table India from the funds raised during the Road show in the USA.

The school staff had arranged some excellent breakfast for all of us. It was really heartening to see so many Trs. assemble at Tr. Ketan’s residence at 8 in the morning.

OTHER PROJECTS 

Apart from RTI Week, the FTE project and Sanjeevi, MCRT 94 also contributed in other ways. A few of the projects are highlighted below:

1. A sum of Rs. 2000/- was allocated for the Independence day celebrations at P.J.Gupta school

2. A Boys Club run by the K6 T.P. Chatram Police Station was adopted by MCRT 94 for one year.

3. On Teachers Day Tr. Ashish Gupta and Crs. Charu and Meenakshi awarded prizes to the winners of a competition among the children about usage of recycled material from waste.

4. Tr. Shyam organized for a donation of medicines worth Rs. 4000/- to Sanjeevi during his visit along with Tr. Neville.

Sanjeevi Health Centre has completed 5 years of successful operation of 4th of March, 2004.  During this year, the centre continued to render quality primary health care for the needy people of the region.  Besides that the school medical checkup program was continued along with awareness programs.


During the 5 year period of total of 145032 free consultations and treatment has been given to the needy.  32,353 patients have registered in the centre.


The just concluded year, between 5.3.03 and 4.3.04 free health services were rendered to 28,870 patients, with the number of new registrations being 6413.

ACTIVITY IN THE CENTRE


We received an average of 100 patients per day seeking help for various ailments.  Infections affecting different systems of the body, musculo-skeletal disorders, Tuberculosis, Hypertension, Diabetes, Angina, variety of Injuries formed bulk of the cases.  Few cardiac emergencies were identified and timely referral to ICUS in Chengalpet and Tambaram were arranged.  All of them recovered well and came back to the centre for follow up.


Increased incidence of Diabetes was noted.  We kept testing and monitoring these cases.  Counseling was given to them on regular diet, medication, and exercises.  Urine sugar tests were done for them.  This year we diagnosed 40 new cases of diabetes.  About 300 diabetics come to the centre regularly for urine test and advice.


Similarly, a very large number of patients with hypertension visited the centre for monitoring BP and treatment.


A large number of traffic, industrial and domestic injuries was managed.  Some serious cases were referred to GH, Chengalpet after I Aid.


ECGs were recorded in appropriate cases and timely advice was given.


Intravenous Infusions were given whenever it was necessary.  Number of insect bites and scorpion sting cases were treated.


Paediatric, Gynaecology and ENT camps, were held in the centre with the help of M.C.R.T. 94.


Free condoms were distributed to all the Truck drivers who came to the centre.  AIDS awareness pamphlets in Hindi were distributed to them.  Older patients, women, children and injured patients benefited immensely by the care rendered by the centre.

ACTIVITY IN THE COMMUNITY

Village school health checkup programme was continued.  This year 1860 students were examined in 4 village schools.  In the assessment, it was found that generally the student’s progress was good.  So far, 9106 students have been in 4 years.  The students were spoken to above health, hygiene and environment.  The centre helped the SP Koil School in different awareness programs.


School summer vacation village welfare programme of summer of 2003 could not be completed due to various reasons.  This programme involves students to spend some time during summer vacation to carry out tasks like cleaning roads, tree planting, cleaning common area etc.


First Aid boxes given to the schools by us was maintained by our village health worker and materials replaced whenever required.  Our village health worker kept visiting villages imparting information as various aspects of health and hygiene to the villagers.

JOINT VENTURE

· We continued to collaborate with Advocacy for control of Tuberculosis, Chennai and  T B Centre, Kancheepuram.  Quite a few tuberculosis patients got free treatment under the DOTS regimen, T B Centre Kancheepuram supplied drugs free of cost.  All these patients recovered well.

· We worked with ‘WE CARE’, NGO, a social service organisation at S.P. Koil, which is supported by APAC/VHS/USAID, in the field of AIDS awareness.  They gave us free condoms and awareness pamphlets and posters for distribution.

· Fourrts India donated medicines.

· Pfizer Pharmaceutical continued to help in our school camp Tr.Sivaramakrishnan was instrumental in receiving Rs.1,00,000 donation by Ucal for the trust.
· Tr. Dinshaw Parakh continued to supply prescription pad
· Dr Shanthi Sanjay and Mrs. Meenakshi Gupta donated clothes, which were given to orphanage at MM Nagar.

· Mr. Sam Manipadam collected books and medicines for the centre.

PROPOSALS


To initiate Makkal Palli Iyakkam (Peoples School movement) in this region with the help of volunteers, schools and Tamilnadu Science Forum.

To continue school health checkup programme and awareness programme in all the village schools.


To render quality primary health care service to the needy and act in the surrounding villages in various ways for their betterment.


I thank Mr. Sam Manipadam, Chairman of the Trust for inspiring us, Dr Sanjay Chandrasekar, Managing Trustee and all the others for supporting us unconditionally.  I thank our staff for their noble work for the smooth running of the centre.  With such a committed team, our centre is bound to render quality service to the needy community in the coming year.
