PROJECT REPORT

The Tabling year 2005-2006 has been very active and hectic on the project and community service front. The table helped in building 16 classrooms at various schools in support of Round Table India’s FTE program and a two-classroom block and toilet under RTI’s Tsunami rehabilitation scheme. 3 more classrooms are under construction taking the count to 21 classrooms in all. 

The table has also been very active in celebrating RTI week through various community service projects held in November.

In addition to this, our long-term project, Sanjeevi Nala Nilayam celebrated its 7th year of successful operations by rendering free primary health care to the villages in and around Maraimallai Nagar. 

The details of the projects and community service activities undertaken are given below:

RTI WEEK

13th November, 2005. Karna Prayag Trust

The tablers visited Karna Prayag Trust, a well organized center located at Teynampet, which takes care of destitute and abandoned babies received from hospitals and public places. We presented a cheque of Rs 30,000/- which benefited a total of 36 babies. 

 

14th November, 2005.  Kaakkum Karangal

A social service entity founded in 1992 with an aim to give shelter for abandoned senior citizen of either sex above the age of sixty five. They have a total of six centers running efficiently for the past 13 years. We presented a cheque for Rs 2,000/- which took care of  lunch and dinner on this day for around 80 aged people.

15th November, 2005. Little Flower Convent

A famous school for visually handicapped children, we donated Rs 5,000/- towards sponsoring lunch for 140 students. A special thanks to MCRT’94 Square Leg and Area HT Bipin Bhatia, who helped us in organizing the lunch in all aspects. 

 

15th  November, 2005. Dean Foundation

The prime objective of the Dean Foundation is to provide palliative care for those suffering from terminal illnesses like Cancer and Motor Neuron disease. We presented a cheque for Rs 10,000/- which would benefit 50 patients in easing the pain and suffering in their last days.

 
16th November, 2005. Vidya Sagar

A well organized center located in Kotturpuram, which takes care of 300 children with multiple disabilities. We presented a cheque to them for Rs 4,000/-.

We sponsored two weeks worth of nutrition drink and biscuits to 38 kids at the Cancer Wing in the Children’s Hospital at Egmore.

The Table & Circle jointly conducted a Tuberculosis Screening Camp at Sanjeevi with the help of HUMA SHASUN T.B.Care, A total of 66 persons were screened of which 9 patients were diagnosed with T.B. symptoms. It was a great show by Doctor Achut  Rao and his team and also with the support of Huma Shasun Care.

A total amount of Rs.75,000/- was spent during the RTI Week. Tablers Neville J. Bilimoria, Raghu Kailas, Sivaramakrishnan, Dinshaw Parakh and Bipin Bhatia contributed each Rs.10,000/- and Rs.2,500/- respectively. We would like to thank all the Tablers, Circlers, HTs, Square Legs & AHT for attending the events and supporting us in making the RTI week a grand success. 

TSUNAMI  REHABILITATION

Under the Tsunami rehabilitation program, the Table constructed a new block of 2 classrooms at Panchayat Union Primary School, Sathurangapattinam at a cost of Rs. 5.50 Lakhs. In addition we also built a toilet block for girls and boys. This benefited 110 students. 2005 – 2006
Sanjeevi Health Centre has completed 7 ½ years of free community service on 4th of March, 2006. The centre continued to attract about 90 needy patients per day from this region throughout the 7 ½ years.


During the 7 ½ year period, a total of 2,06,846/- free consultations and treatment have been given to needy patients. 43,557 patients have registered so far.

ACTIVITIES IN THE CENTRE :

The centre received about 90 patients per day, seeking medical help for various ailments. The incidence of Diabetes, Hypertension and Injuries continued to be high. Special attention was given to counseling about diet, exercise and medication. More then 400 diabetics came for regular monitoring.


A large number of Road traffic, Industrial and Domestic Injuries were treated. Quite a few cases were given critical zero hour care and promptly transported to GH, Chengalpet for further management.


ECG’s were recorded in suspected Cardiac cases and timely referrals were beneficial for them.


A large number of musculo – skeletal disorders and infections were treated successfully.


HIV Aids and TB awareness pamphlets in Hindi and Tamil were distributed to truck drivers and others. Free condoms were given to them.


Dental screening camp was conducted in which 62 people benefited.


A General Medical checkup camp was conducted in Panaiyur village. 310 people of the village were examined and treated at Panaiyur.


A General checkup camp for Jyothi Brama Orphanage children was conducted. Vitamins, Minerals and Anti-worm medicines were given to them.


A TB Screening camp was conducted. 66 people were screened of which 11 were found to be positive. These patients were sent to TB centre, Chengalpet and are undergoing free Anti TB treatment which is monitered by Sanjeevi.

ACTIVITIES IN THE COMMUNITY :

The village Govt. School Health checkup program was continued in the 4 village schools. The awareness level of health, hygiene and environmentamong the student community is improving year by year.


Our first-aid kits in all these schools were maintained and materials replaced whenever required, by our village health workers.


Special tuition program at Govt. Middle School, Thirukachur went off smoothly with the help of the school, volunteers and PTA members.

JOINT VENTURE :

1. Collaborated with TB centre Kanchipuram, Chengalpet. TB patients received free Anti TB medicines from this centre.

2. In the field of HIV Aids awareness, we worked with ‘WE CARE’, SP Koil, ‘Hope Foundation’ MM Nagar and TN Voluntary Health Association, all NGO’s. Condoms, awareness pamphlets, posters were distributed in the villages, Tuesdays and Thursdays were ear marked for Aids counseling.

DONERS :

1. Mr. David Friedman, Ford India Ltd., donated articles of which two thirds were auctioned. A diamond pendant with chain was also sold. More than Rs.70,000 was raised for the trust.

2. Tr. Dinshaw Parkh supplied Rs.10,000/- worth of registration cards.

3. Tr. Akash Jain donated Rs.32,000/- worth of paint materials.

4. Tr. Ashish Gupta arranged for medicines worth Rs.8,000/-

5. Dr. Shanti Sanjay donated medicines.

6. Tr. Sivaramakrishnan facilitated a supply of medicines worth Rs.1,00,000/-

NEW ASSOCIATION :


Sanjeevi health centre will become a teaching centre for the nursing students of Rotary School of Nursing, a charitable venture of Rotary club, Madras South West. Dr. Hissamudhin Pappa, Chairman of the nursing school, was keen and instrumental in this association. Under this program Ist year and IIIrd year nursing students will get trained in rural health by the Sanjeevi team.

· To carry on with quality primary health care services to the needy and seek to innovate and improve in all possible ways.

· To train nursing students in rural health.

· To collaborate with different NGO’s in HIV Aids and TB awareness.

· To conduct Medical Camps at Sanjeevi and Panaiyur village.

· To carry on government school students health checkup.

· To support the tuition program at Government Middle school, Thirukachur.

· To support any other meaningful program.

Under our new Chairman, Mr. T.V. Sriram’s support and guidance, Sanjeevi has completed yet another satisfying year. Mr. Rajiv Vijaykumar, managing trustee, who took over from Dr. Sanjay, was very supportive. All other trustees also played a vital role. Mr. Thinakaran, Plant Engineering Dept. Ford India and trustee, was instrumental in painting and fencing Sanjeevi superbly. Dr. Sanjay and Dr. Shanthi, though not active tablers, continued to help in camps and medicines.


M.C.R.T 94 and Ford India joined together to conduct a Pankaj Udhas show to raise funds for Sanjeevi.


I thank Plant Engineering Dept. Ford India Ltd., and Hayden for their supportive role in the day to day maintenance of Sanjeevi.


I also thank all trustees, tablers, circlers and external department of Ford India, for their invaluable support.


Dr. Rathinavelavan, who joined us last year, has been an excellent support.
